April 11: Tokyo, Japan - Embark Ipm (i
Embark in Tokyo, where centuries-old temples and modern high-rises share the skyline.

Formed by ancient lava flows, Jeju’s coastline alternates between black rock and open
sea. Stone walls border farm plots, fishermen tend to their nets along the harbor’s
breakwaters, and UNESCO-listed natural landscapes include Hallasan Mountain at the
island’s center.

April 18-19: Shanghai, China

Spreading inland from the Huangpu River, Shanghai is made up of early twentieth-
century neighborhoods, residential lanes, and commercial districts. In this dynamic city,
tall London plane trees cast shade across wide streets, tai chi fills neighborhood parks,
and the world’s fastest commercial electric train moves through the city.
